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FACE OF AFA -e

Due to her hard work and dedication to AFA-e, SrA Six-Begay has been selected as this quarters “Face of AFA-e”
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SrA Lashenan Six-Begay was born and raised on the Navajo Na-
tion in Northern Arizona. She was greatly inspired by her military family
members to join the military, so she enlisted into the United States Air
Force on 1 Oct 2013. She is currently an Aerospace Medical Technician,
assigned to the 59th Medical Operations Squadron at JBSA-Lackland in
San Antonio, Texas.

SrA Six-Begay’s primary focus at her job is to continuously
decrease the amount of patients that are due for health preventives, as
health prevention is vital in helping to reduce chronic diseases and
cancers affecting the general population. She aims to accomplish this
goal by completing daily thorough medical record screening of patients
prior to their appointment to identify health preventives.

Not only is she passionate about patient care, she is also self-
directed in managing several programs for the Air Force’'s largest Family
Health Clinic (FHC), such as being the primary manager for the
Deployment Availability Working Group (DAWG), maintaining the
Medical In/Out Processing Program, and also being a key member of
the Minimal Disaster Team.

SrA Six-Begay found teaching and mentoring her peers to be an opportunity to improve her leadership
skills and professional development. As a result, she became a Basic Life Support instructor to promote her
teaching ability. She currently teaches a Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation monthly averaging about 6 members a
month. She also teaches refresher courses to her peers to keep the up to date with trainings and job duties.

SrA Six-Begay is not only a great leader, but she is also a great supporter of her community which is
displayed through her efforts to continuously give back to the Air Force via the AFA-e’s organization. She has led
3 restaurant fundraisers, earning the organization funds that will be allocated towards future base events.
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Her goal with this organization is to spread awareness to the different ranks of all Airmen; to include active duty, retirees,
and civilians, to promote active involvement within the community that will in turn increase morale.
